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Dear ____________

Preterm infants born at less than 35 weeks gestation are at risk of hypoxia in flight. This can not be predicted from the infant’s clinical history. We therefore recommend that all preterm infants less than 35 weeks gestation at birth who are going to be travelling by plane will need oxygen at 125mLs/min in flight until they are 3 months corrected gestational age.

The airline will require a ‘Fitness to Fly’ form faxed to the airline prior to departure. The form varies depending on the airline and is available online.

The parents will need education about the equipment and how to use the travel pack oxygen.
